CRC wins glowing ISO Accreditation

The Clinical Research Centre in Whitechapel has been awarded an “exceptionally good” accreditation by the International Organisation for Standardisation (ISO). In April the CRC received high praise for its quality management system, excellent training and positive recruitment processes.  The ISO team noted that management commitment at Barts and The London is exceptionally high. That has helped ensure the effectiveness of the CRC’s robust quality management system. Since the last, “very good”, report five years ago, the CRC has increased the number of studies by 300%.

Changes at British Heart Foundation Research

· Reduction in Project Grant Committee Meetings - applicants are now advised to allow 6 months from submission to decision; 
· Project Grant applications should no longer exceed £300,000

Neurologist fails to quash GMC findings of research dishonesty

The BMJ has reported that the High Court has upheld a ruling by the General Medical Council that a consultant neurologist acted dishonestly by including patients in clinical trials who had failed to fit the criteria for inclusion, and in asking a research nurse to sign an internal King’s College London grant  form in his name.

A GMC panel of April 2008 found that a consultant neurologist, a senior lecturer at King’s, was dishonest in entering five patients in clinical trials on behalf of several drug companies in breach of the trial protocols and in asking the research nurse to sign a grant form as if the signature were his. 

This case highlights the need to follow correct governance procedures or else risk breaching the UK regulatory framework.  For details of our GCP training requirements and courses please see below.

DH “High Quality Care for All” evaluation programme

High Quality Care For All (HQCFA), the final report of the NHS Next Stage Review (NSR), led by Lord Darzi KBE and 2,000 clinicians across the country was published in June 2008. The review builds on progress made in delivering the NHS Plan and the Government’s reform agenda. It identified a way forward for a 21st Century NHS which is clinically-driven, patient-centred and responsive to local communities.
The Department of Health, through its Policy Research Programme (PRP), has already commissioned an evaluation programme to support the implementation and subsequent development of the main strands in England. The DH now wishes to commission a new wave to that programme of research to evaluate the impact of HQCFA. 
This call has two distinct tenders:
· An overarching evaluation of the impact of the NSR (HQCFA – Core Call); and 
· Evaluations of specific NSR policies (HQCFA – Key Policies).

Small Grants for Development of Learning and Teaching


Introduction

As part of the Teaching Quality Enhancement Fund which is allocated to the College by HEFCE, ESD are pleased to be able to continue the Small Grants fund which was established in 2005 as part of the Supporting Professional Standards project. 

Aims and criteria


Applications are now sought for projects for 2009/2010 from this fund. The fund will only support projects which are aligned to either the College or departmental Learning and Teaching Strategies. Grants are intended to fund projects which will improve the student learning experience, generally through curriculum development, and successful bidders will be able to use the funds undertake this development. This may be done by employing a short-term member of staff, buying in consultancy, or buying materials. Grants may be used for any area of curriculum development.

Applications will be assessed against the following criteria:


· Innovation within the discipline


· Impact on students’ learning


· Impact on staff load


· Sustainability beyond the funding period


· Transferability within and without the discipline


Funding and award

Maiximum funding for projects will be £2,500, with funding for up to ten such projects being available. Funding is flexible, however, with funding bids being solicited for amounts with a minimum of £1,000.


Grants will be judged by a sub-group of the LTAC. The decision of this group is final and there is no right of appeal.


Application process


Applicants will be required to write a proposal for funding of not more than two sides of A4, under the following headings:


· Project title


· Project aims


· Project objectives


· Project outcomes


· Project benefits


· Proposed expenditure


Each project will have to show, under Project benefits, what the impacts of the project will be in terms of improving the student learning experience. Projects should aim to improve the student experience or lessen burdens on staff after funding has ceased, as well as during the period of funding.


Applicants must get their applications countersigned by their Head of Department or Director of Institute, who will be required to agree all proposed expenditure and any buy-out of teaching.


Applications will be submitted to the Education Adviser in ESD and the judging sub-group of the Learning, Teaching and Assessment Committee (for membership see Appendix Two) will convene to agree funding.


Applicants will be notified of success or failure in gaining a grant by the date stipulated in the timetable. For those who have not been successful, feedback will be given on reasons for lack of success, and suggestions for more suitable funding streams may be identified.

TECHNOLOGY DEVELOPMENT GRANTS (Wellcome Trust)  



To develop technologies or refine techniques which will benefit the wider scientific community. Awards of £350k for 3yrs, application will require:


· Impact and importance of the technology


· Evidence of consultation with user groups and feasibility studies


· Project management details, and business plan 


RESEARCH TOOLS LONDON

A consortium established to help researchers commercialise their research tools such as: Antibodies, cell lines, models for disease, markers, labelling technologies.

COMBINED LONDON COLLEGE UNIVERSITY CHALLENGE SEED FUND



This fund commercialises research at its four partner institutions, with funding for diagnostics, devices and informatics in Life Sciences, with a maximum investment of £250,000 per new company or commercialisation project. 

3. Industrial studentships and placements

KNOWLEDGE TRANSFER PARTNERSHIP (TSB) 


This scheme offers close collaboration between industry and academia, helping to fund a project with a high calibre researcher to work at the interface between academia and industry. Current average annual project costs are around £60k (the industry partner would be expected to contribute ~£30k) per annum.

WOMEN IN SCIENCE INTERNATIONAL FELLOWSHIP (L’ORÉAL-UNESCO) 

Women originating from the UK involved in the life sciences are eligible to apply. Fellowships worth up to $40k for up to 2yrs are available. Deadline 1 June 09


PARLIAMENTARY FELLOWSHIPS (BBSRC/POST)

Opportunity for BBSRC-funded PhD students to undertake a 3 month secondment to the Parliamentary Office with the aim of working on a policy topic of interest. This fellowship is intended to develop awareness of policy environments and processes and will allow unique access to a parliamentary and policy-making setting. The successful applicant will receive a fully-funded 3 month extension to their PhD award. Deadline summer 2009

FULBRIGHT RESEARCH FELLOWSHIP (Fullbright Commission)

This fellowship enables a postdoctoral scientist to conduct research at a top centre in the US on an aspect of chemistry, biochemistry, cell biology, molecular biology or bioinformatics. The award is worth £17,500 plus round trip travel. Deadline 31 May 09


ALBERT RENOLD FELLOWSHIPS FOR YOUNG SCIENTISTS (EFSD and Merck)

Awards of up to 6,000 euros to enable young EFSD (European Foundation for the Study of Diabetes) scientists to travel and stay at other laboratories for up to 3 months to learn different scientific techniques. Deadline: 3 months before travel.

TRAVEL FELLOWSHIPS (Wellcome Trust)

These provide personal support for biomedical researchers to obtain experience either in a new discipline or in an emerging aspect of their own field. Awards of up to 2 yrs providing a basic salary; research expenses and equipment. Deadline EOI submit anytime, invited applications to be received 6 months before start date


PHD STUDENTSHIPS (Boehringer Ingelheim Fund)

The foundation supports projects aimed to elucidate basic phenomena of human life. Each scholarship is granted for at least two years, with an option of renewal for a further 12 months. The basic monthly grant amounts to 2000 euros, max age limit of 24yrs. Deadline: 1 February, 1 June and 1 October annually


4. Competitions, Awards and Events


SHORT-TERM STUDY VISIT GRANTS (Polish Embassy)

Support for UK academics and other professionals wishing to establish new contacts, develop programmes of joint research, exchange scientific information or gather material for their academic research. Deadline: submit applications 12 weeks prior to activity


SHORT COURSES- TRAINING FOR INDUSTRY PROGRAMME (BBSRC)

Funding of £15k per module for developing and delivering flexible, up to date, technical training at masters level. The delivery mechanism for the training can include distance learning, web-based learning packages, residential 2-3 day seminar and workshops. Deadline 22 Sep 09


EUROPEAN SOCIETY FOR PAEDIATRIC INFECTIOUS DISEASES  

TRAINING & WORKSHOP AWARDS- Awards of up to 30k euros for a one-two day course or workshop for 15 - 40 delegates with larger awards available. Applicant must be an ESPID member. 

COLLABORATIVE RESEARCH MEETING AWARD SCHEME- These support meetings develop international collaborative research based in Europe in a defined area of paediatric infectious diseases. Awards for 2,000 - 5,000 euros. 

Deadline: 1 March, 1 June, 1 Sep and 1 Dec annually


SMALL AWARDS SCHEME (NC3RS/ LASA) 

The National Centre for the Replacement, Refinement and Reduction of Animals in Research with the Laboratory Animal Science Association small awards of up to 3k for: consumables; equipment; materials, travel and subsistence for training courses; vacation studentships. Deadline 21 Oct 09

SHORT TRAINING COURSE BURSARIES (CRUK)

These fund travel costs and registration fees for attending short training courses, such as oncology workshops, special skills training courses or training courses for a new technique. Deadline: applications must be submitted a min of 10 weeks before the start of the course


SABBATICAL AWARDS (Wellcome Trust)

Open to internationally competitive researchers wishing to undertake a sabbatical to enrich their research programmes and initiate significant new collaborations. 

TRAVEL ALLOWANCES (Boehringer Ingelheim Fund)

These enable PhD students and postdoctoral scientists to conduct basic research in biomedicine. Grants allow recipients to visit laboratories in order to study new techniques. Deadline: applications are reviewed within six weeks


INTERNATIONAL SCIENTIFIC INTERCHANGE: TRAVEL AWARDS (BBSRC)

Funds of £5000 to help scientists add an international dimension to their BBSRC funded research by establishing new international contacts. Funding for:


· Short Term Travel Award: Allows researchers to travel out of UK to initiate collaboration or prepare proposals with partners for international programmes 

· Long Term Travel Award: For up to 12 months travel out of UK

· Access Award: Up to one month stay in another country for a specific work, access facilities not available in the UK or to access new techniques /materials. 


Deadline: applications should be submitted at least 6 weeks before travel

BIOMEDICAL SCIENCE EQUIPMENT GRANTS (Wellcome Trust)

Support for multi-user items of equipment, including equipment required to create a central resource. Awards of £75k- £1M for up to 5 yrs.
