RDS London is being set up as part of the infrastructure of the National Institute for Health Research. It will be providing help to those preparing research proposals for submission to peer-reviewed funding competitions for applied health or social care research. 

With local help centres based at Kings, Imperial, UCL and here, at QMUL, its focus is on supporting applications for funding from NHS researchers and those working in partnership with the NHS. Priority is given to those applying for NIHR Research for Patient Benefit (RfPB) funding.

New call for NIHR Applied Research Programme Grants
Best Research for Best Health set out a 5-year Research and Development Strategy for the NHS in England.  A key component of the strategy is the Programme Grants for Applied Research Programme.  

NIHR has just launched its 7th round of Programme Development Grants. These grants are prestigious awards of up to £2m over a period of three to five years, the aim of which is to:

· Provide evidence to improve health outcomes in England through promotion of health, prevention of ill health, and optimal disease management (including safety and quality), with particular emphasis on conditions causing significant disease burden, where other research funders may not be focused, or there is insufficient funding available.
· Enable NHS trusts to tackle areas of high priority or need for health.
· Provide some stability of funding to support the long-term development of top quality applied research groups working in the NHS.
· Replace, in part, programmes of research previously supported by the Priorities and Needs (PNF) component of NHS R&D Support Funding for NHS Providers.

GCP and Research Governance Training at Barts

The NIHR has launched its 7th round of Programme Development Grants. The purpose of this scheme will be to provide funding to research teams to undertake preparatory work that will enable them to submit a successful Programme Grant for Applied Research application in a subsequent funding competition. A maximum of £100k will be available over a period of up to 18 months. Proposals may include:

·  Evidence synthesis that might include modelling

· Selection or development of interventions or measures of outcome 

· Pilot/feasibility studies to determine recruitment and participant retention rates, inform sample size calculations, optimise delivery of the intervention, etc.

· Initiation and development of collaborations with methodological experts necessary to deliver the proposed research programme

· Convening meetings to plan programme strategy, develop protocols, foster collaborative working within the research team, etc.

Kay Kendall Leukaemia Fund 

The Kay Kendall Leukaemia Fund provides funding for leukaemia research as capital grants for laboratories along with clinical support and programme grants. Requests for capital grants for leukaemia research laboratories or for clinical facilities for leukaemia will be considered. Requests for clinical support must give full costing and a detailed explanation of how this support will enhance the existing service and/or research activities.

Research grants are normally awarded for programmes of 3-5 years’ duration. Support may be awarded for 3 years in the first instance with a final 2 years being dependent upon a review of progress over the first 3 years. Programme grants may be renewed once for a period of up to 5 years. The maximum period of funding for a particular programme will be 10 years. It is intended that the KKLF funding should not be the ‘core’ funding of any research group. Applicants should state clearly how their proposal relates to their core funding. Requests for support for basic science programmes may be considered. Grants will also be awarded for the support of programmes associated with the care of patients with leukaemia. Proposals which are closely related to the care of leukaemia patients or to the prevention of leukaemia and related diseases are particularly encouraged. 

Grants are usually awarded to give additional support to programmes already underway, the aim being to further strengthen activities which are already of high quality. It follows that the KKLF will accept proposals from groups which already have support from other agencies. Funding is in the region of £50- 100k. Closing date for all applications: 15th July 2009. The purpose of the RISC scheme is for potentially paradigm-changing projects in Health Services and Public Health Research. RISC provides an opportunity for new and radical research proposals that could lead to a step-change in the management and care of patients. RISC awards are intended particularly for speculative, novel proposals that are unlikely to gain support during traditional peer review processes. 

For RISC competition 3, awards of up to £200,000 will be made. Applications will be judged on the quality of the research proposed and on its significance and potential benefit to the NHS. Feasibility of practical applications, as well as the likely health benefits and value for money will also be considered. The

Translational Stem Cell Research Programme - Response mode funding

The Translational Stem Cell Research Committee (TSCRC) has been established to fund investigator-led research proposals that have clear translational goals, and will consider applications from across the UK. The TSCRC will consider applications whose goals will advance stem cell research towards clinical use or application, including:
· enabling technological development
· preclinical stem cell research
· experimental medicine
· early phase clinical trials.

UKCRC Translational Infection Research Initiative

The UKCRC Translational Infection Research Initiative aims to encourage diverse research communities to form productive partnerships, combining their expertise to focus effort on research goals aimed at making a significant clinical and public health impact in the field of infection research. The Initiative will provide funds through two modes of support:  


Consortium Grants - aimed at supporting multidisciplinary, multisector partnerships that will both conduct high quality, goal-oriented research and build academic capacity, training and infrastructure in the field. 
Strategy Development Grants - aimed at enabling researchers to develop realistic and relevant research strategies and partnerships with the potential for significant national impact. Duration of the awards are expected to be five years.

Up to £8,000,000 is available for this call. It is expected that 1-2 Consortia will be funded. The expected scale of awards is in the range of £3,000,000 - £4,000,000.

MRC Collaboration Grants

The Collaboration Grant scheme is for MRC-funded researchers who wish to promote and enhance collaboration between themselves and researchers working in complementary scientific areas. The scheme is designed to support collaborative facilities, cooperation or networks, but does not fund research directly. The aim of a collaboration grant is to add value to the participants’ research programmes, by enabling them to work together in a way that could not be funded through an MRC Research Grant. Support can be requested for any period of between two to five years. A Collaboration Grant expires when the principle applicant’s ‘parent’ grant ends, so the parent grant must have at least two years left to run when the Collaboration Grant begins. MRC Research Grants

MRC Research Grants are suitable for short- and long-term focused projects and also for broader-based research programmes. In addition, they can be used to support method development or development and continuation of research facilities, and collaborations of more than one group, or more than one institution. A Research Grant can be awarded for any period of up to five years, but those of two years or less are for proof of principle or pilot work only. Applications are to be submitted to the relevant boards which are: 
· Infections and Immunity 

· Physiological Systems and Clinical Sciences 

· Neurosciences and Mental Health 

· Health Services and Public Health Research 

· Molecular and Cellular Medicine

Under the Research Grant scheme you may request support for a period of up to five years, which can include: The salary of the principal investigator and co-investigators; Support for additional posts - research, technical or other consumables; Equipment; Travel costs; Data preservation, data sharing and dissemination costs. The MRC will usually fund on the basis of 80% of the full economic cost of your research to your institution. Your proposal must show 100% of the full economic cost throughout. MRC New Investigator Awards

The New Investigator Research Grant is aimed at researchers who are capable of becoming principal investigators, and who are now ready to take the next step towards that goal. The scheme can provide talented early-career scientists with a route into a permanent academic position. For those who already have a post it provides funding and ‘protected time’ with which to establish an independent research career. A New Research Investigator Grant is also a potential source of research funding for Fellows whose awards only cover a personal salary. New Research Investigator Grants provide funding for three years. They are not renewable, and cannot usually be extended. The scheme does not cover research involving randomised trials of clinical treatments. If your proposed research will lead directly to a separately funded clinical trial, you will need to contact an MRC Research Board Manager to discuss your eligibility. The maximum amount of funding that can be applied for is £600,000. A New Research Investigator Grant normally lasts for three years, but applications for a longer period of time are accepted providing the support requested does not exceed £600,000. The MRC will usually meet up to 80 per cent of the full economic cost of your research i.e. up to £480,000 to your institution, so your proposal must show full economic costing throughout. 1. Collaborative Research 

MRC INDUSTRIAL COLLABORATION AWARD (MICA)

PUBLIC ENGAGEMENT WITH SCIENCE (Wellcome Trust)

COLLABORATIVE RESEARCH – NEXT HEALTH CALL


The next Health call is expected to be published by Sept 09, deadline Dec 09. A draft work programme is available outlining suggested topics. Although there is no guarantee the topics will be featured, past draft programmes have been a reliable indication and provide the opportunity to start talking to potential collaborators. The draft includes funding for cancer and cardiovascular research alongside  ‘Better health for Africa’ and infectious diseases. Topics covered:

· Identification and detection of biomarkers in clinical samples and patients

I4I PRODUCT DEVELOPMENT FUNDING OPPORTUNITIES (NIHR)

Funds the translation of basic research for healthcare solutions. 

Future Product Development Stream 1 (FPD1)- Projects aimed at determining whether a piece of prior basic research or an existing technology can be used to meet a healthcare need. Grants will be awarded in the region of £100K max for each project up to 12 months. Deadline 10 July, 06 Nov 09

TECHNOLOGY DEVELOPMENT GRANTS (Wellcome Trust)  



To develop technologies or refine techniques which will benefit the wider scientific community. Awards of £350k for 3yrs, application will require:

A consortium established to help researchers commercialise their research tools such as: Antibodies, cell lines, models for disease, markers, labelling technologies.

COMBINED LONDON COLLEGE UNIVERSITY CHALLENGE SEED FUND



This fund commercialises research at its four partner institutions, with funding for diagnostics, devices and informatics in Life Sciences, with a maximum investment of £250,000 per new company or commercialisation project. 

3. Industrial studentships and placements

KNOWLEDGE TRANSFER PARTNERSHIP (TSB) 


This scheme offers close collaboration between industry and academia, helping to fund a project with a high calibre researcher to work at the interface between academia and industry. Current average annual project costs are around £60k (the industry partner would be expected to contribute ~£30k) per annum.

PARLIAMENTARY FELLOWSHIPS (BBSRC/POST)

Opportunity for BBSRC-funded PhD students to undertake a 3 month secondment to the Parliamentary Office with the aim of working on a policy topic of interest. This fellowship is intended to develop awareness of policy environments and processes and will allow unique access to a parliamentary and policy-making setting. The successful applicant will receive a fully-funded 3 month extension to their PhD award. Deadline summer 2009

ALBERT RENOLD FELLOWSHIPS FOR YOUNG SCIENTISTS (EFSD and Merck)

Awards of up to 6,000 euros to enable young EFSD (European Foundation for the Study of Diabetes) scientists to travel and stay at other laboratories for up to 3 months to learn different scientific techniques. Deadline: 3 months before travel.

TRAVEL FELLOWSHIPS (Wellcome Trust)

These provide personal support for biomedical researchers to obtain experience either in a new discipline or in an emerging aspect of their own field. Awards of up to 2 yrs providing a basic salary; research expenses and equipment. Deadline EOI submit anytime, invited applications to be received 6 months before start date


PHD STUDENTSHIPS (Boehringer Ingelheim Fund)

The foundation supports projects aimed to elucidate basic phenomena of human life. Each scholarship is granted for at least two years, with an option of renewal for a further 12 months. The basic monthly grant amounts to 2000 euros, max age limit of 24yrs. Deadline: 1 February, 1 June and 1 October annually


4. Competitions, Awards and Events


SHORT-TERM STUDY VISIT GRANTS (Polish Embassy)

Support for UK academics and other professionals wishing to establish new contacts, develop programmes of joint research, exchange scientific information or gather material for their academic research. Deadline: submit applications 12 weeks prior to activity


SHORT COURSES- TRAINING FOR INDUSTRY PROGRAMME (BBSRC)

Funding of £15k per module for developing and delivering flexible, up to date, technical training at masters level. The delivery mechanism for the training can include distance learning, web-based learning packages, residential 2-3 day seminar and workshops. Deadline 22 Sep 09


EUROPEAN SOCIETY FOR PAEDIATRIC INFECTIOUS DISEASES  

TRAINING & WORKSHOP AWARDS- Awards of up to 30k euros for a one-two day course or workshop for 15 - 40 delegates with larger awards available. Applicant must be an ESPID member. 

COLLABORATIVE RESEARCH MEETING AWARD SCHEME- These support meetings develop international collaborative research based in Europe in a defined area of paediatric infectious diseases. Awards for 2,000 - 5,000 euros. 

Deadline: 1 March, 1 June, 1 Sep and 1 Dec annually


SMALL AWARDS SCHEME (NC3RS/ LASA) 

The National Centre for the Replacement, Refinement and Reduction of Animals in Research with the Laboratory Animal Science Association small awards of up to 3k for: consumables; equipment; materials, travel and subsistence for training courses; vacation studentships. Deadline 21 Oct 09

SHORT TRAINING COURSE BURSARIES (CRUK)

These fund travel costs and registration fees for attending short training courses, such as oncology workshops, special skills training courses or training courses for a new technique. Deadline: applications must be submitted a min of 10 weeks before the start of the course


SABBATICAL AWARDS (Wellcome Trust)

Open to internationally competitive researchers wishing to undertake a sabbatical to enrich their research programmes and initiate significant new collaborations. 

TRAVEL ALLOWANCES (Boehringer Ingelheim Fund)

These enable PhD students and postdoctoral scientists to conduct basic research in biomedicine. Grants allow recipients to visit laboratories in order to study new techniques. Deadline: applications are reviewed within six weeks


INTERNATIONAL SCIENTIFIC INTERCHANGE: TRAVEL AWARDS (BBSRC)

Funds of £5000 to help scientists add an international dimension to their BBSRC funded research by establishing new international contacts. Funding for:


· Short Term Travel Award: Allows researchers to travel out of UK to initiate collaboration or prepare proposals with partners for international programmes 

· Long Term Travel Award: For up to 12 months travel out of UK

· Access Award: Up to one month stay in another country for a specific work, access facilities not available in the UK or to access new techniques /materials. 


Deadline: applications should be submitted at least 6 weeks before travel

BIOMEDICAL SCIENCE EQUIPMENT GRANTS (Wellcome Trust)

Support for multi-user items of equipment, including equipment required to create a central resource. Awards of £75k- £1M for up to 5 yrs.
