Arthritis Research Campaign funding systems
As from 20th June 2007, ARC has withdrawn all location based enhancements to salaries for new grant applications.  The only exception to this policy is the non-clinical career development fellows who will now receive a flat sum supplement of £3,000 per annum.  Please note that London Weighting allowance will be payable at the rate appropriate to each host institution.

Any reference to enhancements on the ARC website should be ignored while updates are being completed.

Please also note that all ARC application forms have now been updated to reflect the above.  It is therefore vitally important that anyone applying for an ARC grant downloads and uses the current form from the website using the following link:

Funding
Programme Grants for Applied Research

The latest (third) round of Programme Grants for Applied Research opened on 2 July with a request that expressions of interest be registered by Friday 10 September 2007, 5pm. (This is a delay to the previously published date).  

Programme Grants for Applied Research are prestigious awards of up to £2m over a period of three to five years, the aim of which is to:

· Provide evidence to improve health outcomes in England through promotion of health, prevention of ill health, and optimal disease management (including safety and quality), with particular emphasis on conditions causing significant disease burden, where other research funders may not be focused, or there is insufficient funding available;

· Enable NHS trusts to tackle areas of high priority or need for health;

· Provide some stability of funding to support the long-term development of top quality applied research groups working in the NHS; 
and/ or

· Replace, in part, programmes of research currently supported by the Priorities and Needs (PNF) component of NHS R&D Support Funding for NHS Providers.

Awards are made where there is potential gain for patients within the relatively near future. They are not intended to support basic research or experimental medicine.

The outcomes of outline submissions for round 2 of Programme Grants are filtering through. In a very competitive national field, of the 14 submissions, that R&D is aware of, that were made by BLT/ QM researchers there have, so far, been 5 positive responses. We hope that these will go on to develop into programme grants and will be working will the research groups to achieve that outcome.

Research for Patient Benefit Programme

Expressions of interest in the fourth round of the Research for Patient Benefit (RfPB) Programme had to be in on 10 August 2007. For those who submitted an expression of interest, full submissions need to be in by Friday 21 September, 5pm. 
This national response-mode funding scheme has been established to provide high quality research that will be of direct benefit to users of the NHS in England. Applications will be considered by one of ten Regional Funding Committees (RFCs), and proposals relating to health service challenges, regionally or locally, will be particularly welcome. As a responsive rather than a commissioning programme, RfPB does not seek to name specific topic areas and welcomes applications on a wide range of issues. As a new venture, its criteria and procedures will be subject to amendment in the light of experience. 

RfPB project grants are awarded on the basis of up to 3 years duration with a total maximum cost of £250k, including overheads. RfPB Project grants can be used to fund pilot studies, feasibility studies, meta-analysis and modelling studies.

Project grants of up to £100,000 are available for research into all aspects of post-neonatal infant health, death, morbidity and mortality.

· Genetic factors in the aetiology of SIDS
· Improved criteria for distinguishing between natural and unnatural deaths in infancy

Applications should take into account recent epidemiological studies in the field, and give consideration to the relevance of psychosocial factors and the increasing concentration of SIDS cases in the most deprived socio-economic groups.  At the discretion of FSIC Council, the £100,000 limit may be exceeded for applications judged to be of exceptional merit.

BARTS AND THE LONDON CHARITY- FELLOWSHIP GRANT SCHEME 

Barts and the London Charity are pleased to announce a call for proposals for our fellowship grant scheme to be reviewed through the auspices of the Research Advisory Board. The deadline for receipt of applications in this round is Monday 3rd December at 12pm. Interviews are anticipated to be held in late March.

Conditions applying to Clinical Training Fellowships: 


· These Fellowships are intended for doctors and dentists of registrar grade or below, to encourage them at an early stage of their careers to engage in research. Nurses, midwives and members of the allied health professions can also apply through this scheme. 

· Fellowships are awarded for a period of two years. If awarded, the release of funds for the second year is contingent upon a bona fida attempt to acquire funding from other external grant organisations and will require a copy of applications made subsequent to this funding. Awards for the second year will be for a full year for those whose applications fail. For those whose further applications are successful, funding will continue until the earliest point at which an external Fellowship will commence. 


· Aylwen Bursaries may be awarded to applicants who have qualified from the Medical College of St Bartholomew's Hospital, Barts and The London School of Medicine and Dentistry, or who have worked in Barts and The London Trust for at least one year. 


Conditions applying to Non-Clinical Training Postdoctoral Fellowships:


· These Fellowships are intended for scientists who have received a PhD within the last five years prior to the application date, to provide an opportunity for further training to consolidate their research skills and to develop their research career assisting their progression to become independent research scientists. Health science researchers who are postdoctoral in terms of experience but who may not have yet completed a PhD are invited to discuss their potential eligibility with the office.

1 Eligibility 


1.1 The scheme is open to all suitably qualified workers.  However the project must take place at Barts and The London, Queen Mary’s School of Medicine and Dentistry, City University Institute of Health Sciences or Barts and The London NHS Trust.

1.2 Applicants may not submit more than one application per bidding round to the Research Advisory Board of St Bartholomew’s and Royal London Charitable Foundation. Candidates who submit multiple applications will be asked to withdraw the excess.


2 Costs of Support Requested

2.1 The Fellowship covers the research salary costs of the Fellow at the appropriate grade and consumables to a maximum of £5,000 only. This does not extend to purchase of equipment or to pay for clinical service. 


3 Outcomes 

3.1 It is the aim of these Fellowships to provide start up funds to enable researchers to be competitive in applying for external funding. It is expected that a successful Charity grant will lead to obtaining funding from an external source. The Charity will monitor successful outputs of previous grants as part of the process of allocating funds.
