



SMD Support for EU Framework Programme 7

The seventh Research and Technological Development Framework Programme (FP7), the world’s biggest funded programme, is now open for applications.  This is the EU’s main instrument for funding research in Europe and it will run from 2007 to 2013.  FP7 will provide £36bn over the next seven years.

I&E and the Joint R&D Office will provide SMD researchers with support for FP7 (i.e. Half of Cath Lavery’s time and costing support by Gerry Collins).

The broad objectives have been grouped into 4 categories: ‘Cooperation’, ‘Ideas’, ‘People’, ‘Capacities’.

Below is a summary of FP7 categories highlighting areas where I&E support will be focused:

Cooperation: In 10 thematic areas including ‘Health’

· Collaborative research*

· Networks of Excellence

· Coordination and support actions

Ideas: Basic research

· Through new European Research Council

· ‘Starting Independent Researcher Grants’ (opportunity for ‘high-fliers’ to set up new research groups)
· ‘Advanced Investigator Grants’

People

· Marie Curie Actions (fund academics to work in EU or incoming researchers from EU)
· Industry-academia partnerships
· Lifelong learning and career development
Capacities

· Research infrastructures
· Research for the benefit of SMEs (limited opportunity for I&E involvement at this stage)
· Regions of Knowledge
· Research potential
· Science in Society
· International cooperation activities 
· Policy development
(* anticipated that this will account for 90% of I&E activity)

FP7 proposals – SMD support through the process

We anticipate that the I&E role will be largely ‘Business Development’ – promoting FP7 opportunities in general and providing further assistance with the early stages of FP7 ‘Cooperation’ or collaborative research proposals.  Cath Lavery will be working closely with the Joint R&D Office throughout.

Proposed I&E role:

· Promote/inform researchers of FP7 opportunities and requirements (including UKRO presentation, troubleshooting workshops, websites, one-to-one meetings).

· Handle initial questions and provided guidance on proposal writing – including provision of proposal templates for the first Health call.

· Assistance with identification of partner SMEs

· Compile a list of SMD researchers participating in FP7 to be shared with all interested parties

· Identify options for external support (e.g. review proposals and project management)

· Update and liaise with the Joint R&D Office on a regular basis on both specific proposals and FP7 in general

Proposed R&D role:

· Liaise with I&E on specific proposals and FP7 and in general

· To attend EU Seminars on costing methodology for different FP7 programmes

· To provide guidance on costing for all FP7 proposals

· To liaise with I&E in providing information on specific proposals and calls in the R&D monthly bulletin provided electronically to all SMD staff

UKCRN clinical studies portfolio
UKCRN is working to develop a high quality and balanced portfolio of trials and other well designed studies that covers the seven topic areas.

Studies that are included in the UKCRN portfolio can benefit from the support of UKCRN-funded staff working in Local Research Networks.  This support might range from publicising the study to help with R&D approval applications, to the identification and recruitment of patients and will depend on the resources available at individual sites.

COREC Announcements

Sponsor Signature

Applicants are advised that the new Sponsor Signature section of the COREC form (section B7) will be coming into force 1 April 2007.  The R&D Office is currently waiting for guidance from COREC regarding how this needs to be filled in.  We hope to be making an announcement in the next R&D Bulletin, but in the meantime please contact the R&D Office after 1 April for advice when filling the form in.
Launch of the National Research Ethics Service (NRES)
COREC plans to launch the National Research Ethics Services (NRES) with effect from 1 April 2007.  Also, to reflect the establishment of a research ethics service, MRECs and LRECs will be re-named to RECs. 
Research Site Definitions

Establishments undertaking laboratory tests and analysis fall within the definition of a “trial site” under the Clinical Trials Regulations.  Advice from MHRA is that an ethical opinion is only required for an “investigator site”, i.e. any site where procedures involving participants are conducted.  This includes any sites to which participants are referred for blood tests, scans, etc in addition to the main recruitment site. 
The MHRA is notified separately of non-investigator sites (i.e. with no patient involvement) in the application for CTA. Such sites do not need to be listed in Part B Section 1 of the COREC application form and do not require SSA and do not have to be listed as a site on the ethics committee favourable opinion letter.

What arrangements are in place to ensure participants receive any information that becomes available during the course of the research that may be relevant to their continued participation?

A reminder that if any new information becomes available during the course of a study which may affect the running or validity of the study then patients in the study may need to be informed.  The information may be from either an internal or external source i.e. recently published papers.  There will also be a requirement to inform the ethics committee of any changes or additional information which is given to patients.  Please contact either the Joint R&D office or the Ethics Committee which reviewed the application for advice.
BLT bids to become an NHS Host Organisation for a Comprehensive Local Research Network
The development of a Comprehensive Research Network (CRN) is a key element of the government strategy "Best Research for Best Health". CRN will form a core component of the national Clinical Research Network covering the population of England to support high quality research for all diseases and areas of patient need. It will consist of a number of Comprehensive Local Research Networks (CLRNs) and in December 2006, the UKCRN Coordinating Centre wrote to all NHS organisations to consult on the configuration of the CLRNs.

Applications were invited from NHS organisations to become host organisations and closed on 1 March 2007.  BLT submitted a bid to host the London (North East and North Central) CLRN which includes 30 trusts.  There were three other bids submitted from trusts within this sector.  Host organisations are expected to be announced sometime in March as the CLRNs are scheduled to commence operation from 1 April 2007. MHRA guidance on reporting serious breaches of GCP or the trial protocol

MHRA has published new guidance on reporting serious breaches of Good Clinical Practice or the trial protocol, as required by the Clinical Trial Amendment Regulations 2006.
The guidance:

· Outlines the practical arrangements for notifications

· Provides advice on what should and what should not be classified as a “serious breach” and what must be reported 

· Outlines possible actions that may be taken by the MHRA in response to notifications of serious breaches.

Regulatory and Governance Advice Service

UKCRC has published an update on the development of the Regulatory and Governance Advice Service.
The UKCRC through the UKCRN Regulatory Team and the MRC Regulatory Support Centre, are currently piloting the Regulatory and Governance Advice Service in 5 geographical areas (Nottingham, Manchester, Scotland, Southampton, Wales) and in some Clinical Trials Units.  Expansion to cover the whole of the UK will begin in April 2007.

Funding

Reminder: Upcoming deadline for preliminary outlines

In readiness for Round 2, which is due to close in early 2007, Prof Neil Barnes had been asking for the following details from interested groups.  This call is expected to cover all topics other than the ones mentioned in the Round 1 guidelines.  An Evaluation Group will be convened to review the applications received and provide feedback ahead of the external deadline to assist with your bid preparations.  The deadline for preliminary outlines is Friday, 9 March 2007 to be e-mailed to Ann Smith on ann.smith@bartsandthelondon.nhs.uk. 

A two page preliminary outline should include:

· Principal research themes

· Principal researcher, co-researcher and any proposed memberships (other trust or academic organisations)

· No costings are required at this stage

Key points to highlight from the DH documents are as follows:

· Programmes submitted must be for 3 - 5 years.

· Total support requested must be at least £300k over 3 years or £500k over 5 years.

· Must be for broad and coherent programmes of work, where added value is gained from the combination of the various strands of research.

· Proposals need to meet the criteria for applied health research, and/or provide a clear indication of benefit to patients within the specified period of time.

· Programmes are largely health services research and/or innovation (e.g. introduction of new technologies), where there is potential gain for patients within the near future, i.e. "near market" research with application in the NHS within a 3 - 5 year time scale.

· Programmes must be confirmatory rather than exploratory.

· Must include an academic partner or an NHS service manager.

· Must be a maximum length of two pages.

· Proposals need to be generalisable beyond the specific service environment.

What will not be supported:

· Proposals dependent on elements of basic research or experimental medicine.

· Single RCTs.

· Proposals comprising solely of a collection of small RCTs.

· Proposals consisting solely of evaluations of existing services.

· Proposals for funding to complete research originally funded by other organisations.

· Infrastructure required to fund research supported by others.

The SDO Programme – Call for proposals

The Service Delivery and Organisation (SDO) Research and Development Programme aims to produce research evidence directed at improving the organisation and delivery of health services.  The SDO Programme is one of the National Institute for Health Research (NIHR) Programmes.

Organisational and service delivery aspects of medicines for children
A maximum of £1 million over three years is available for research in this area. Projects of one, two, or three years' duration may be funded up to a maximum of £400’000 per project and it is likely that up to 4 projects will be funded during this round. Projects are expected to start in Autumn 2007.  Applicants are asked to submit proposals for the above call by Wednesday, 21 March 2007 at 1.00 pm.

Continuity of care for offenders
Funding of up to £400’000 is available for one empirical study, which should take no longer than 3 years to complete and start by Autumn 2007.  Applicants are asked to submit proposals for the above call by Wednesday, 28 March 2007 at 1.00 pm.
