Kay Kendall Leukaemia Fund - Programme and Project Grants

Programme grants are normally awarded for programmes of 3-5 years’ duration. Support may be awarded for 3 years in the first instance with a final 2 years being dependent upon a review of progress over the first 3 years. Programme grants may be renewed once for a period of up to 5 years. The maximum period of funding for a particular programme will be 10 years. It is intended that the KKLF funding should not be the ‘core’ funding of any research group. Applicants should state clearly how their proposal relates to their core funding. INVENTION 4 INNOVATION (I4I) PRODUCT DEVELOPMENT (NIHR)

Future Product Development (FPD) for technology/device


Stream 1 (FPD1), feasibility study- aimed at developing basic research to meet a healthcare need. Funding of £100K for 1 year. Deadline 05 March 2010

Stream 2 (FPD2), applied research- builds on a feasibility project through technological improvements. Funding of up to £250K/yr for 3 yrs. EOI Deadline 21 April 2010

Stream 3a (FPD3a) Commercial viability study- Industrial collaborative project to determine the commercial viability of a proposed device or technology. Up to £100k for 1 year with 75% funding. Deadline 29 Jan 2010

Stream 3b (FPD3b) Collaborative applied research - Industrial collaborative projects which builds on POC studies to deliver an advanced prototype along with plans for commercialisation. Up to £300K/yr for 3 yrs with 50% funding. EOI Deadline 29 Jan 2010

FOLLOW-ON FUNDING PATHFINDER SCHEME (BBSRC)

Funding to develop a clearer understanding of the commercial potential from research outputs and assist with the development of a full Follow-on application. Awards of £10k for up to 6 months. Applications are made through the technology transfer office and must build on previous BBSRC funded projects. 


FOLLOW ON FUND (BBSRC)


The Fund is designed to help demonstrate the commercial potential of ideas arising from BBSRC funded research. BBSRC commits £1.4m pa though three calls per year. Applicants must have previously received support from BBSRC. Grants up to £120k/yr. Deadline 20 Jan 2010

SEEDING DRUG DISCOVERY (Wellcome Trust)

The objective of the scheme is to develop drug-like, small molecules that will be the springboard for further research and development by the biotechnology and pharmaceutical industry in areas of unmet medical need. Awards in the range £1- £3M for 2-3 yrs. EOI Deadline 21 May 2010


BRIAN MERCER AWARDS FEASIBILITY AWARD (Royal Society)

Up to £30k to test the feasibility of a nanoscience/ nanotechnology project, to investigate the technical and economical feasibility of commercialising an aspect of their scientific research. Deadline 12 Dec 09

THE BRIAN MERCER AWARD FOR INNOVATION (Royal Society) 


Up to £250k for a nanoscience/nanotechnology project to develop an already proven concept or prototype in the same area as the feasibility award through to the creation of a near-market product for commercial exploitation. Deadline 12 Dec 09

ENTERPRISE AWARDS (Royal Society)

An initiative created to make equity investments in innovative early-stage businesses emerging from the science base in the UK. £250k - £2m for projects with the following:


o
Early-stage technology businesses, or ideas very close to business creation


o
Well-defined market needs, with significant overall commercial opportunity


o
Possibility of additional support from local business networks 


TRANSLATION AWARDS (Wellcome Trust) 


Response-mode grants designed to bridge the funding gap in the commercialisation of new technologies in the biomedical area. To fund projects which has the potential to achieve licensing or start-up company by the end of the project. Award of £800k for periods of 2-3yrs can be used to establish proof of principle. Deadline EOI 08 Jan 2010

TECHNOLOGY DEVELOPMENT GRANTS (Wellcome Trust)  



To develop technologies or refine techniques which will benefit the wider scientific community. Awards of £350k for 3yrs, application will require:


· Impact and importance of the technology


· Evidence of consultation with user groups and feasibility studies


· Project management details, and business plan 


Preliminary applications can be submitted at any time

RESEARCH TOOLS LONDON

A consortium established to help researchers commercialise their research tools such as: antibodies, cell lines, models for disease, markers, labelling technologies.

COMBINED LONDON COLLEGE UNIVERSITY CHALLENGE SEED FUND



This fund commercialises research at its four partner institutions, with funding for diagnostics, devices and informatics in Life Sciences, with a maximum investment of £250,000 per new company or commercialisation project. 

3. Industrial studentships, fellowships and placements

INDUSTRIAL FELLOWSHIPS (Royal Commission for the Exhibition of 1851)

3 year fellowships are available to bring a fellow to work with a partner from industry. The fellowship covers 50% of fellow’s cost (matched funded by industry) and are available to commonwealth or UK resident graduates (within 5 years of graduation), with a good degree in engineering, science or medicine. Deadline 28 Jan 2010

KNOWLEDGE TRANSFER PARTNERSHIP (TSB) 


A large graduate placement scheme funded by the UK Technology Strategy Board.  Graduates from any discipline carry out a research project based in industry, typically for 1-2 years.  Typical funding is in the region of £100k including a 25% contribution from the industry partner.  SMEs are encouraged to apply. Applications can be made at any time.

NEWTON INTERNATIONAL FELLOWSHIPS (British Academy) 


Awards enable early stage postdoctoral researchers to work at UK research institutions for a period of 2 yrs. Up to £34,000 per yr, to a max award of £126k. Deadline 08 Feb 2010

INDUSTRY INTERCHANGE PROGRAMME (BBSRC)

Supporting exchange of researchers, in either direction, between academia and industry. Funding of up to £50k to support an exchange full- or part-time. Financial support is dependent on the requirements of the proposed project and requires a significant cash or in-kind contribution from the industrial and/or academic partner. Deadline 26 Feb 2010

INDUSTRY FELLOWSHIPS SCHEME (ROYAL SOCIETY)

Funding for a scientist to work on a collaborative project with UK industry, or vice versa. Projects at any stage from fundamental science to industrial innovation will be considered. Applicants should hold a PhD and a permanent post in a UK university or UK industry.  Awards can be for any period up to 2 yrs full-time or pro rata. Applications with spin-offs or small companies are encouraged. Deadline 24 March 2010


Enterprise Fellowships (BBSRC/RSE)

Designed to enable an individual to advance the commercialisation of existing research results or technological developments, tenable for a period of one year from 1 Oct 08. The Fellowships enable the holder to concentrate on developing the commercial potential of their research, whilst also receiving formal training in relevant business skills. Deadline 04 May 2010

PHD STUDENTSHIPS (Boehringer Ingelheim Fund)

Two year scholarships to support basic research, with an option of a year renewal.  Monthly grant to €2000 and max age limit of 24yrs. Deadline: 1 Feb, 1 June, 1 Oct annually


4. General- training, competitions, awards and events


INVITATION TO APPLY FOR THE ROLE OF MEMBER OF THE DIAGNOSTICS ADVISORY COMMITTEE (NICE)

This Committee will consider and interpret evidence on the clinical and cost effectiveness of diagnostic technologies as defined in the relevant EU directives, and formulate recommendations to the Institute on their use in the National Health Service. Committee members come from a wide range of backgrounds and disciplines, and include NHS professionals, academics, lay people and industry. Deadline 15 Jan 2010

HE SOCIAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP AWARDS (UnLtd/ HEFCE)

A £1m England wide programme, providing financial and non-financial support for the development and growth of social entrepreneurship and social enterprise activity. Over 200 awards available for staff and students to develop entrepreneurial solutions to social problems that demonstrate a connection to the Higher Education sector, such as developing or building upon the curriculum or research of your HEI or offer an entrepreneurial solution to an issue within the community. 2 types of awards are available:


Catalyst- 5k to start up a new projects


Development- 15k to develop an existing project. Deadline 22 March 2010

ASTRAZENECA YOUNG SCIENTIST AWARD (British Association for Cancer Research)

This recognises the achievements of a young scientist in any field of cancer research. The prize is worth £1,000, as well as the opportunity to present an oral paper at the annual National Cancer Research Institute conference. Applicant should be 35yrs or younger. Deadline 17 Mar 2010

PUBLIC ENGAGEMENT WITH SCIENCE (Wellcome Trust)

People awards- Supports events, debates, exhibitions, art & drama projects related to science in society. £30k for up to 3 months. Deadline 29 Jan 2010

Society awards- For creative projects that engage people with developments in biomedical science.  Over £30k for up to 3 yrs. Deadline Spring 2010

Arts awards- Supports arts projects that investigate biomedical science. Small (< £30k) or large (> £30k) projects. Deadline: 29 Jan (small); 08 Jan 2010 (large)

Broadcast development awards- Supports broadcast proposals for TV, radio or new media in biomedical science, £10k for up to 1 yr. Deadline 29 Jan 2010

SHORT COURSES- TRAINING FOR INDUSTRY PROGRAMME (BBSRC)

Funding of £15k per module for developing and delivering flexible, up to date, technical training at masters level. The delivery mechanism for the training can include distance learning, web-based learning packages, residential 2-3 day workshops. Deadline 10 Feb 2010

FUNCTIONAL GENOMICS SCIENCE MEETINGS PROGRAMME (European Science Foundation)

Grants support the organisation of science meetings, including workshops or conferences functional genomics technologies, biomedicine, bioinformatics, biotechnology, biobanking and impact on society. Deadline 26 Mar 2010

EUROPEAN SOCIETY FOR PAEDIATRIC INFECTIOUS DISEASES  


TRAINING & WORKSHOP AWARDS- Awards of up to €30k for a 1-2 day workshop for 15 - 40 delegates with larger awards available. Applicant must be an ESPID member. 


COLLABORATIVE RESEARCH MEETING AWARD SCHEME- Awards of up to €5000 to support meetings to develop international collaborative research based in Europe in paediatric infectious diseases. Deadlines: 1 Sep, 1 Dec, 1 March, 1 June annually


SCHOLARSHIPS (Anglo-Danish Society) 


These enable UK students to undertake post-graduate courses at an approved institutions in Denmark, and vice versa. Scholarships of £1,500 for up to 6 months. Deadline 01 Mar 2010

REGENERATIVE MEDICINE - EXCHANGE GRANT (European Science Foundation) 


These enable young scientists to visit laboratories to learn new research techniques. Exchange grants provide an allowance of 400€ per week and travel expenses of 500€ for one month.

SHORT-TERM STUDY VISIT GRANTS (Polish Embassy)

Support for UK academics wishing to establish new contacts, develop programmes of joint research, exchange scientific information or gather material for their academic research. Deadline: submit applications 12 weeks prior to activity

TRAVEL ALLOWANCES (Boehringer Ingelheim Fund)

These enable PhD students and postdoctoral scientists to conduct basic research in biomedicine. Grants allow recipients to visit laboratories in order to study new techniques. 


TRAVEL FELLOWSHIPS FOR DIABETES SCIENTISTS (EFSD and Merck)

Awards of up to €6,000 to enable young EFSD (European Foundation for the Study of Diabetes) scientists to travel and stay at other laboratories for up to 3 months to learn different scientific techniques. Deadline: 3 months before travel.

BIOMEDICAL SCIENCE EQUIPMENT GRANTS (Wellcome Trust)

Support for multi-user items of equipment, including equipment required to create a central resource. Awards of £75k- £1M for up to 5 yrs. 


TRAVEL FELLOWSHIPS (Wellcome Trust)

Awards of up to 2 years for biomedical researchers to obtain experience either in a new discipline or in an emerging aspect of their own field. Provides a basic salary; research expenses and equipment. Deadline EOI anytime, invited applications 6 months before start date
